The Magic of Train Travel

Planes are faster and cars more convenient, but neither captures the spirit of travel quite like an
adventure by rail. The love of railways has very deep roots, which have been sustained by the tales
of train travel in literature and the arts.

Before the invention of railways, carriages pulled by horses took days to cross a country and
passengers were at constant risk of injury or death, as accidents were frequent. The railways
transformed all this. Train travel changed even the way people interacted. Rather than having to
marry one of the girls or boys in the village, people were able to travel to the nearest town or city,
where the opportunities for romance were far greater. Soon, the railways created possibilities that
were unimaginable before. And soon, the journey became part of the fun. As facilities such as dining
cars and softer seats—not to mention toilets—began to be introduced on trains, the journey also
became something exciting, a part of the holiday.

Part of the pleasure of railway travel is its perfect pace. The right train journey is just fast enough to
avoid the boredom of a car or bus trip. Besides, it is not so rapid, like air travel, as to get rid of the
need for adaptation from the familiar location to a new one. Ideally, there will be a few stops long
enough to buy food off the station kiosks and pick up a newspaper to be read back on the train.
Trains provide a constantly changing vision of the world, an ever-running film through the window.

The renaissance of long-distance rail travel can be seen as a reaction to the arrival of high-speed
trains, which remove some of the traditional enjoyment of rail travel. They are too functional, with
service that often mirrors the worst aspects of air travel—such as security checks at stations—and
their speed removes part of the pleasure of watching the world go by slowly enough to enjoy
imagining who lives in that little cottage, or why those cows are all grouped together at the far end
of that field.

What is it then about trains? In truth, it would not have been surprising if they had gone the way of
the horse and cart. The railways were a nineteenth-century invention that were lucky to survive the
twentieth, given the convenience of cars. But here we are, well into the twenty-first century dreaming
of the magic of our next charming train journey.

CRITERIOS ESPECIFICOS DE CORRECCION Y CALIFICACION

El examen incluird 5 preguntas, pudiendo obtenerse por la suma de todas ellas una puntuacion
méxima de 10 puntos. Junto a cada pregunta se especifica la puntuaciéon méaxima otorgada.
La valoracion y los objetivos de cada una de estas preguntas son los siguientes:

Pregunta 1: Hasta 2 puntos. Se trata de medir exclusivamente la comprensién lectora. Se
ofrecen tres enunciados y el estudiante responde sobre dos de ellos, a su eleccion, decidiendo
si son verdaderos (“True”, T), falsos (“False”, F) o no se aporta la informacién en el texto (“Not
given”, NG). En los casos de verdadero o falso se debera justificar la respuesta citando el
fragmento del texto correspondiente. Si la informacién no se facilita en el texto (es decir, si la
respuesta es “Not given”, NG), el estudiante no tendra que escribir nada mas. Se otorgara 1
punto por cada apartado. Se calificara con 0 puntos la opcion elegida de verdadero o falso
gque no vaya justificada o si se aporta alguna cita del texto cuando la respuesta sea “Not given”.

Pregunta 2: Hasta 2 puntos. Se pretende evaluar dos competencias fundamentalmente: la
comprension lectora y la produccién escrita, mediante la formulacion de dos cuestiones de
respuesta abierta que el estudiante debera contestar basandose en la informacién del texto.
La respuesta no puede ser copia literal del texto, aunque se puede emplear alguna palabra
que aparezca en el texto. Cada una de las preguntas valdra 1 punto, asignandose 0,5 puntos
por las ideas reflejadas, siempre que estén parafraseadas, y 0,5 por la expresion de las
mismas.

Pregunta 3: Hasta 1 punto. Esta pregunta trata de medir el dominio del Iéxico en el aspecto
de la comprension. El estudiante demostrara esta capacidad localizando en el parrafo del texto
gue se indica un sinénimo o expresion equivalente, adecuados al contexto, de cuatro items
propuestos (palabras, definiciones breves o expresiones). Se adjudicard 0,25 por cada
apartado.

Pregunta 4: Hasta 2 puntos. Con esta pregunta se pretende evaluar las funciones
comunicativas (formular hipétesis, dar explicaciones, argumentar, preguntar, sugerir, etc.), asi
como las unidades linguisticas y los significados asociados a las mismas (expresion de la
cantidad, el espacio, el tiempo y las relaciones temporales, etc.). Se presentaran oraciones
gue el estudiante deberd completar, reescribir o transformar. De las 6 cuestiones propuestas
el estudiante respondera tan solo 4, a su eleccién. Se adjudicara 0,5 por cada item con
caracter unitario, siempre y cuando se construya una oracion ortografica, gramatical y
semanticamente correcta, de acuerdo con las indicaciones dadas.

Pregunta 5: Hasta 3 puntos. Se trata de la redaccion de un texto sencillo de diversa tipologia
(redaccién de opinion, mensajes personales, descripciones o relatos) con una extension de
150 a 200 palabras, en la que el estudiante podrd demostrar su capacidad para expresarse
libremente, interactuar o mediar por escrito en inglés. También es necesaria la comprension
escrita para entender las indicaciones de las cuestiones y los temas propuestos. Se
propondran dos opciones, a elegir una. Las cuestiones propuestas podran tener relacion con
los aspectos sobre los que trate el texto o con cualquier otro tema de relevancia personal para
el alumnado o de interés general.

Para corregir esta redaccion se utilizara la siguiente escala de valoracion:
Puntuacion: de 0 — 3. Cada apartado se valoraré entre 0y 0,5, segun se ajuste a lo que figura

en el descriptor de “Excelente” (con la nota maxima de 0,5) o de “Deficiente” (con la nota
minima de 0).
